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aesthetic reasons, but the traditional forms
have become traditional because they
work. A teapot has to be a good pourer.

“Studio or craft pottery should, in my
opinion look natural. Hand marks from
spinning on the wheel show the true
nature of the process. If the drawing up of
the pot has been fluent, it will show.”

Trevor generally prefers to let his pots
speak for themselves. “If I could fully
explain in words why they look the way
they do, I’d be a poet instead of a potter,”
he laughs. “I prefer to let people keep their
own reasons for liking something, or not. I
can’t tell people how they should like
them.” But people do like them.

Trevor has many repeat visitors to his
studio. Some customers have been
building up a personal collection over
years. Trevor will take on commissions,
by negotiation. “They are fine,” he says,
“and I enjoy the challenge, so long as the
request fits in with what I would have
done naturally.”
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
